Światowid Society from Łubowo is a non- profit organization, which has  legal status and it is a new form of local society cooperation.   It was  established in June 2004 at the initiative of entrepreneurs and farmers. Among the members of the Society there are many natural persons and supporting members of the society are the communes of Gniezno poviat (a kind of county): Łubowo, Witkowo, Niechanowo, Trzemeszno, Gniezno, Kiszkowo, Czerniejewo and Mieleszyn,  non-governmental organizations and Roman-Catholic parish of Trzemeszno.

Statutory task of Światowid Society is work for multifunctional development and improvement of life  conditions in rural areas/ villages.  It was created in order to  promote the region in  relation  to tourism and investment. The society organizes information meetings and  trainings, renders advice to businesspeople and farmers in the field of gaining European funds, it also represents its members in the contacts with local governments.

Światowid is a Local Activity Group of Leader+ program in the rural communes of Gniezno poviat. Leader program creates innovative  frames for cooperation of the institutions gathered in the groups of public-private partnership and opens for them new perspectives for many years.

Among many European programs the Leader+ outstands in a special way as it is based on the agreement of inhabitants, farmers, businesspeople, non-governmental organizations  and authorities. It enables taking decisions about subsiding ideas and investments on the local level.

Światowid Society is a member of Forum Aktywizacji Obszarów Wiejskich (Polish Rural Forum) -Polish association of organizations, which cooperate for the benefit of functioning of polish village in European Union.
